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The cultural heritage of the Armenian people has been retained despite the dispersion of Armenians all over the world as a result
of oppression and persecution throughout their long history. In present day Armenia, wedged between Azerbaijan, Turkey and Iran,
music and literature flourish and the wearing of native costumes and the playing of native instruments still continue. These
recordings offer evidence of the encouragement of that culture and of the high musical level of the performing groups.

As with all ethnic groups the Armenians have their native instruments. The most popular of these instruments are the duduk, the
kemancha and the tar. The latter is a string instrument similar to the lute which is played by plucking the strings with a pick. The
kemancha is an instrument of the violin family played with a bow while the instrument is held in a vertical position on the knees. It
is an instrument capable of a great variety of expression. The duduk is an instrument of the flute family, about 10 inches in length
with 6 to 8 holes.
